DELHI KHOYA/ MAWA MARKETING COMMITTEE, BAGH DIWAR.
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Particulars of orgzanization, functions and duties

Aims and objectives of the organization

Aims: -

1.
That the wholesale market of Khoya/ Mawa, which was notified for regulation in the Schedule appended to the Act, were brought under Statutory Regulation so as to reduce the price-spread between the producer and the consumer and to ensure remunerative price of the Khoya/ Mawa to the producer farmer.
2. That fair trading practices are ensured during marketing operations 

3. That unwarranted, unauthorized and arbitrary deductions on account of market service charges are prohibited.

4. That a sense of discipline is enormous among the trading community and other market functionaries through the system of licensing.

5. That superfluous intermediary is eliminated thereby protecting the interests of the producers/sellers/farmers and the consumers.

6. That the quantum of market service fee payable by the buyers and incidental services fee payable by the sellers and quantum of commission charges payable to the commission agents are statutorily preserved and for all these regulatory activities, KMMC would charge the minimum 1% as market fee on the total sale proceeds, for the services rendered by the KMMC in the Market.

OBJECTIVES 


The prime objective behind regulation is to protect the interest of producer-seller so as to enable them to get a better price.  To attain this objective beside enforcement of rules and bye-laws certain basic facilities are expected to be provided in the market yard.  Some of these are: -

1. Standardization of market charges and elimination of authorized deductions.

2. Provision of adequate infrastructure facilities and ancillary/complementary services within the market yard necessary for efficient marketing.

2) Prohibition of sale under cover and introduction of improved method of sale through open-auction and its execution.

3) Introduction of improved marketing practices like cleaning and grading of   agricultural produce before sale.

4) Abolition of undesirable marketing practices which by nature, are exploitative for the producer-seller.

5) Farmer’s direct participation in marketing and 

6) Creation of congenial marketing atmosphere for attracting more arrivals.

2. Mission

1) That the Regulated Market function on the modern and scientific lines providing therein the latest and up to date infrastructure facilities by the APMC’S for the benefit of the producers/farmers and the traders.

2) That the new wholesale market is established and developed to cover all the commodities of agricultural produce given in the schedule to the Act.

Vision


In future provide such type of wholesale Khoya/ Mawa market where we would necessarily can take care of their all needs and can create opportunity for them where they can live and work in a user-friendlier atmosphere.

BRIEF HISTORY OF KHOYA/ MAWA MARKETING COMMITTEE.


Khoya/ Mawa Marketing Committee, Bagh Diwar, is the latest agricultural produce to be brought under DAPM (Regulation Act, 1976 replaced by DAPM (R) ACT, 1998). A survey revealed that the volume of trade and the number of persons engaged in trade was sizeable enough to enforce regulation for the welfare of the persons engaged in trade. A committee was formulated in April’ 1997 which started functioning from April’ 1998. The entire area of NCT, Delhi is the market area of this committee; Principal market of this committee is located at Bagh Diwar near Old Delhi Railway Station. Presently the Khoya/Mawa Market is running at Bus Terminal Mori Gate, Delhi-6

Producers starts coming in the market from 7 A:M and continues till 11:00 AM, the producers along with their produce reach in the market either by train or by tempos and enter in the mandi yard carrying the produce on their heads. The auction starts at 9:00 A:M and gets over by 1:00 P:M.

1. Commodities Handled.
Only Khoya/ Mawa is the notified commodity, which is being handled in the market.

2. Volume of trade.

Per day 150 to 200 parats one parat contains overage weight 30-35 kg.of Khoya/ Mawa arrival is being received in the mandi.
3. Origin states from where produce received.

Produce received from the western part of Uttar Pradesh i.e. Baghpat, Baraut, Modi Nagar, Meerut, Murad Nagar, Dholla, Mitli, Porta pur, Mohdin pur etc.

4. Area of present land.

Total area of Khoya/ Mawa Market, Mori Gate is 955.04 Sq. Meter and the land belongs to M.C.D.

5. Land required in future.

The estimated requirement of space for marketing in future shall be 5 Acre approximately.

6. Suitable land.

Khoya/ Mawa market was previously located at Bagh Diwar opposite Old Delhi Railway Station on a very congested place and this market has been shifted to Mori Gate , Delhi at land owned by MCD . The matter relating shifting of market to some suitable place is under process. The committee insisted that a plot of land around Loni Road might be obtained as most of the Khoya arrival is being received in Delhi from (U.P) side.
